HOA has partnered up with the Knoxville Fine Arts and Craft Center (KAFCC) to 
offering a wonderful assortment of classes in various mediums for you to learn or 
expand your skill.  These are fun activities you can complete from your own home.
 
February is National Embroidery Month! In this demo Kelly Sullivan will show 
you techniques on how to draw a design on your fabric, several decorative stitches 
and how to finish the backing of a completed piece! The materials included in the 
cost of this class include: One 10” embroidery hoop, a Frixion Pen, 4 Skeins of 
Embroidery Thread, Needle, Backing felt and the video link!

Participants will need to have access to a computer.  Information on how you will 
sign-up and get the materials is list below for all classes.

OK, I’M INTERESTED, HOW DO I SIGNUP AND GET MATERIALS?

To sign up (register) for this online class (and other classes currently being offered 
by HOA/KAFCC): 

1) Click on the link below to register and pay via Credit Card directly with KAFCC 
https://registration.knoxvilletn.gov/CourseActivities.aspx?id=11&cat=3
Once you are on this page, click “On-Line Classes” and you’ll see all the classes listed.  
Make sure you pick the right class.

2) Once signed up (registered) please email Sheryl Warmbold ( swarmbold@gmail.com) to 
let her know you have paid your registration.  

3) IMPORTANT:  If we get at least three (3)   individuals signed up for the class and Sheryl   
is notified 4 days prior to the class:

a.  then Sheryl, as your HOA Event Coordinator (EC) will be doing the following 
for you:

i. picking up the necessary tools, materials, etc.  from the KAFCC for 
each class participant.   Class participants will need to pick up at the 
EC’s home prior to the class starting – the day before the class starts.   
Likely the EC would leave the materials on their porch and you could 
pick at your leisure the day before the event.

ii. Depending upon what is being made in each class, the Event 
Coordinator (EC) will be:

1. Returning any tools supplied by KAFCC.  You will need to drop 
off to the EC’s home after the class.  

2. taking back (if needed) semi-finished projects for firing at 
KAFCC.  You will need to drop off to the EC’s home after the 
class.  

3. picking up the finished projects for pickup by class 
participants.   EC will notify you when ready for pickup.

4) If we don’t get three individuals signed up for the class, Sheryl will email you and 
you’ll have to either 1) pick up and return your materials yourself, 2) make 
arrangements with the other participants, or 3) drop the class (24 hours cancelation
window before the class with KAFCC).  

5) On the Friday of the class, at 9 a.m. sharp, the KAFCC will release a YouTube Link on 
their website.  Right next to where you signed up.    Here’s the link again:
