Join your fellow HOA members for a fun day of exploring and hiking at the Ijams Nature 

Center near Knoxville.  

Upon arrival to Ijams, we will meet at the Mead’s Quarry Lake parking lot where restroom 

facilities are available. We will begin our hike on the Flow Trail and hike through the abandoned 

Marble Quarry, before returning via the Imerys Trail. This loop combination will result in a total 

hike length of approximately 2.3 miles. The trails are generally easy but include some elevation 

gain (total of 167 ft.) and rocky terrain. Please wear appropriate hiking shoes/boots. Walking 

sticks are also recommended.  

After hiking, we will proceed to the nearby SoKno Taco Cantina on Sevierville Pike. Since this is 

Cinco de Mayo and promises to be one of their busiest days, we have been requested to arrive 

as close to 11:00 AM as possible, so plan for a relatively early lunch. This casual eating 

establishment features varied Mexican entrees and beers with both indoor and outside seating 

available. Following lunch, we will all return home on our own.
